Methodology

The 2009 Trendology: U.S. Stimulus-Winning Business report was developed by researching over 500 industries and
which industries are most closely related to the government expenditures in the Stimulus bill. While many industries
are not exact matches with government expenditures, they are the closest available based on U.S. Census industry
definitions.

The 50 industries selected for this report match two criteria: 1) match industry definitions between U.S. Census and
the Stimulus bill wording and 2) are over $1 billion in industry sales for 2009.

Another criteria was also considered - whether the industry was composed mostly of small businesses. This report
was developed for small business entrepeneurs so this criteria helped in selected between a few industries that
were smaller in industry sales in 2009. Not all the industries meet this criteria.

Assumptions

The 2009 Trendology: U.S. Stimulus-Winning Business report also made a few assumptions in the industry selection
that eliminated a few industries that could have been included in the report. These industries include:

* Oil and Gas Related Industries

* High-End Reftail industries

* Banking industries

¢ Financial industries

These industries were excluded for the report.
